
Solarwinds Report Guidance Document 
 
This document is designed to provide guidance when reading the Solarwinds report pertaining to the broadband 
utilization of individual school districts.  This report is for the average amount of bandwidth used by a district in a 30 
consecutive day window of time (including weekends) from 7:00 AM to 4:00 PM.   
 
Kbps stands for "kilobits per second,"  
Mbps stands for "megabits per second."  
One megabit is equal to 1024 kilobits.   
For the purposes of this report we are going to use 1,000 kilobits instead of 1,024 so converting units of measure is 
easier. 

 
1000 kilobits = 1 megabit = 0.001 gigabit 
 

 

 
 

 
 

 
To quickly calculate the Kbps to Mbps so the data have the same unit of measure, move the decimal point of 
the Kbps three (3) positions to the left.
