1. PURPOSE: 
 
The Western New York Regional Information Center Advisory Council serves as an 
advisory body relative to all policies, plans, and activities of the Western New York 
Regional Information Center.  The Advisory Council assists the School Districts and 
BOCES in the region in enhancing the use of the technology as an administrative tool, 
an instructional tool, and as an object for instruction in the curriculum.  In general, the 
activities of the Council fall into the following categories: 


•        Communication 


•        Planning 


•        Policy Issues 


 II.           MEMBERSHIP & MEETINGS: 


A.       The Western New York Regional Information Center Advisory Council 
may be comprised of a combination of at least four and no more than six 
representatives from each of the BOCES regions making up the service 
area of the WNYRIC: 


  
•   District Superintendent (or designee)                                                                            
•   One or more component School District Superintendents         
•   One School District Management Services User                    
•   Two School District Instructional Representatives (Focus on           
     technology staff development / data analysis knowledge is  
     important)                                                                                     
•   One Instructional Technology Representative 
 







B.        Each District Superintendent shall determine the method for selecting 
council members in their BOCES region.  Council membership should be 
addressed in the last meeting of the current year in preparation for the 
following year. 


C.       The Advisory Council shall meet on at least a quarterly basis; dates, times 
and places to be established by the chairperson.  The meeting dates for 
the forthcoming year shall be established at the last meeting of the year. 


D.        Each BOCES shall have a maximum of six voting members.  WNYRIC 
staff may not be voting members.  A quorum shall consist of at least 
eleven voting members. 


E. If Chair and Vice Chair are not available to attend scheduled meeting a 
voting member of the committee may be appointed by the Chair or Vice 
Chair to facilitate the meeting. 


F. If a quorum is not available at the scheduled meeting an electronic vote on 
action items is acceptable. 


III.         OFFICERS: 


A.        At the last meeting of each fiscal year, the members of the Council shall 
elect a chairperson and a vice chairperson. 


B.        A Regional Information Center staff member will serve as facilitator to 
assure the development of agenda and to handle details for all meetings. 


IV.        GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES: 


A.   Communication: 


1.   Advisory Council members disseminate information to the groups       they 
represent and serve as liaisons between these groups and the Council. 


2.  Advisory Council members facilitate information dissemination from 
representatives of the WNYRIC at scheduled Superintendents' meetings or 
other group meetings. 


3.  Advisory Council members solicit information, ideas, concerns, or comments 
from the groups they represent. 


4.  The Council attempts to interpret and clarify all new or modified directives 
issued from the Office EMSC to Superintendents of Schools. 


5.  New members will be expected to attend an orientation session prior to the 
first quarterly meeting of the year. 







    


B.  Planning: 


The Advisory Council shall review and approve the draft of the Annual 793 Plan 
and make appropriate suggestions for modification.  Representatives from the 
WNYRIC shall report periodically to the Council regarding progress on 793 Plan 
objectives.  Information on instructional activities at local BOCES will be reflected 
in the plan as determined by local BOCES representatives. 


1.  Cost of Services-The Advisory Council shall provide guidance to the 
Regional Information Center regarding the manner in which technology 
services are packaged and presented to school district consumers. 


2.  Standard Committee-The Advisory Council regularly reviews the activities of 
the WNYRIC Standard’s Committee and approves all additions and 
deletions to this Standard’s list. 


3.  Forum for Instruction, Curriculum and Assessment-The Advisory Council 
regularly reviews the activities of the WNYRIC Forum for Instruction, 
Curriculum and Assessment (FICA).   


C. Policy Issues. 


The Advisory Council attempts to interpret policy disseminated by the Board of 
Regents and the State Education Department regarding technology direction and 
implementation.

2011-2012 Statewide RIC Shared Goals: 
 
Work in conjunction with SED to provide leadership and support related to the development of the NYS 
Educational Data Portal. 


o WNYRIC has representation on many subgroups. 
o The most recent discussions have been around access to the portal and how SED will 


provide/gather identities for access. No firm decisions have been made by SED.  
o As specifications are received WNYRIC will communicate information to customers.  
o NYSED has reached out for the RICs to serve in a possible advisory role once RFPs are 


awarded. RFPs to be awarded in July/August timeframe for implementation in October of 
2012. The two RFPs are as follows: 


• EDP Data Dashboards RFP: The Education Data Portal (EDP) Data Dashboards procurement is 
a request for third-party hosted software applications for presenting educators, students, and 
families with timely and relevant data that support instruction and student learning, within the EDP 
single sign-on environment. It is NYSED’s intent to award contracts to as many as three (3) Data 
Dashboard solutions vendors and to enable Local Education Agencies (LEAs) or schools to 
select their local solution from among the awarded contracts. 


• EDP Content Management and System Services RFP: The Education Data Portal Content 
Management and System Services RFP includes all of the services needed to develop, test, 
deploy, and support the EDP that are not included in the Data Dashboards RFP. The EDP 
Content Management and System Services RFP includes development of a Content 
Management and Collaboration tool, an integrated portal, as well as overarching EDP project 
management, integration, support, help desk, and other professional services. 


 
Work collaboratively with SED, BOCES Network Teams and District Inquiry Teams to develop enhanced 
reporting in support of the Regents’ Reform Agenda. 


• Level 2 verification reports as well as continual reports from the Level 1 warehouses are 
communicated to RIC customers. In addition, a summary of all RIC Instructional Reports from all 
Level 1 warehouses was given to Anita Murphy at NYSED in her response for examples of 
instructional reports currently available to districts.  


Develop a catalog of shared staff and development opportunities related to enhancing teaching, learning 
and assessment through the use of technology tools. 


o Shared online PD offerings are included from other RICS to enhance the offerings under 
CSLO. These efforts not only enhance offerings but reduce duplicate efforts.  


o The webinars are being well attended. There are now ones being offered in the spring. 
Current offerings are through January. 


o The spring catalog is available. As long as these are well attended, catalogs will be 
expanded and courses offered. 


• Expand anywhere, anytime learning opportunities by conducting research and defining best 
practices related to mobile learning devices and virtual learning environments. 


o Shared research continues through a statewide group of educators.  
o An RFP was done for mobile management tools to be available through a RIC service. 


The demo sessions were done on March 1.  
o RFP was awarded to 4 vendors for product licensing and RIC training – AirWatch, Notify, 


JAMF and Zenprise. Zenprise dropped out after award. We are currently in the process of 
getting contracts finalized, developing the service level agreement and pricing around the 
service. This is another example where the RICs collaborated to bid this collectively/save 
money on multiple RFP processes and will be using a tiered price where license cost 
goes down as license thresholds are reached statewide around these products.  


• Expand anywhere, anytime, any device access to RIC services through collaborative research 
and development initiatives, sharing effective models and defining best practices.  


o There is a document for Mobile Device Management solutions created for easy 
understanding for all. It is available at on the Advisory Council wiki under the December 
documents.  


• Enhance knowledge/skills and solutions to anytime learning opportunities providing management 
and security solutions to promote use statewide.

o An app database developed through the pilots that rates by teacher/BOCES ranking the 
apps. It gives the description, price, name and grade levels used and ideas for 
integration. This should be done in January to go live and will give a great resource to 
teachers/districts.  


• Continue to research and implement private and public cloud solutions to provide increased 
efficiencies and cost savings. 


 
Long Term Goals: 
 


• Continue to share information and collaborate wherever possible to expand the scope of RIC 
services to P-16, the full scope of USNY partners and municipalities in order to promote shared 
services achieving effectiveness and efficiencies. 


• Provide best practice for online scoring/testing and partner with the DSs and SED to move this 
initiative forward.  


o NYSED has begun to collaborate with the RICs on minimum standards and structure. 
RICs were asked to get volunteers to pilot and WNYRIC has submitted 3 district names 
thus far.  


o A memo was sent from David Abrams to the field stating a minimum. The WNYRIC 
standards committee has begun to discuss minimum standards on OS, hardware etc.  


o WNYRIC has researched an electronic distributed scoring option. This will be discussed 
at FICA to determine if there is a regional partnership that could be done with regional 
scoring.  Pilots are being sought as well.   


o All districts have been notified by NYSED regarding access to the readiness tool. 
o In addition, WNYRIC shared information from the PARCC consortium regarding timelines 


and minimum specifications with technology coordinators throughout the region. NYSED 
has stated that these are guidelines for all states; NYSED will provide NY State specific 
guidance.

The RIC will 
investigate our potential development once SED develops the shared learning 
infrastructure if there is a need for additional reporting.  eSchool Data is releasing 
Performance Map including an Early Warning System. Pearson has several 
products that integrate with Power School.  


• RICs provided SED reports in support of RTTT. 
• Mobile Device Management Solution RFP resulted in selection of 3 vendors; 


Notify, Airwatch and JAMF. The RICs collaborated to bid this collectively to save 
money on multiple RFP processes and will be using tiered price where license 
cost goes down as license thresholds are reached statewide around these 
products.  


• SED shared information to districts on how to get information on PARCC 
Readiness Tool for computer based testing.  The tool asks districts to assign a 
point person and provide information to determine readiness of devices, network, 
bandwidth and number of test takers. The WNYRIC may be able to assist this 
point person in providing required information.  Carol Barber is asking districts to 
forward her the point person contact information and she will create an email 
group to share this information.  The Standards Committee is working in 
conjunction with minimum technical requirement specifications.
