All applications will be evaluated by a scholarship committee consisting of members of the Rotary Club
of Wooster Ohio.

Section D. Financial Considerations

While this scholarship is not primarily based on financial need, the applicant may want to have the
scholarship committee consider any special financial circumstances (low or loss of family income, unique
family debts, illness, etc.) in their evaluation. The financial information form (located on the reverse side
of this form) must only be filled out if financial need is to be considered.
