* Make an appointment to meet with your guidance counselor to discuss your future plans - especially if
you have senior privilege first or last period.

* Prepare an activity sheet of community/school involvement to send with admission and scholarship
applications.

* Check bulletin boards in the guidance office for information about college visits and scholarships.
Search out information or other options in addition to college - i.e. military, trade school, technical
training.
