Criteria and order of Eligibility
. Visually handicapped students.
. Visually handicapped parents with limited means.

. Students with limited means who are in a field of study for sight treatment such as
ophthalmology, optometry, or nurses and technicians in the field.

. Students of limited means who embark on a field of study related to education of the
visually handicapped.

. Other students of limited means.
Bylaws

. Maximum grants per academic year will be $1,000. In special cases the maximum
may be increased with board of director’s approval.

. Grants are for one year only but may be re-awarded annually up to four years.
. Grades musts be submitted to the club’s education committee chairperson at the end
of each quarter or semester. Subsequent funds will not be released until such grades

are received.

. Students must maintain a 2.0/4.0 grade papoint average and be registered as full time
students to remain eligible.

. Students must have graduated from Wooster High School to be eligible.
