Or you take a train to the direction Den Haag/The Hague (switch after 17 minutes at Leiden to
a train direction Dordrecht). From Leiden CS to Delft CS will take 20 minutes. See for more
information www.ns.nl, choose option ‘English’. From the railway station in Delft you can take a
taxi to your hotel, or 8 minutes walk. Enclosed you will find a map with the walking route. The
hotel is situated in the centre. Travelling time from Schiphol Airport to Delft CS is about 45
minutes.
