Campofelice di Roccella and Lascari

• Our school, named Comprehensive School Campofelice di Roccella, operates on 

two areas: Campofelice di Roccella (7,100 inhabitants) and Lascari (3,500 

inhabitants). Both municipalities are located in the province of Palermo in Sicily. 

They are two towns bordering the Tyrrhenian Sea, the former has an economy 

based on tourism and the latter has an agricultural one. The Comprehensive 

School has 7 schools, precisely 4 in Campofelice di Roccella (one kindergarten, two 

primary schools and a Junior High School) and 3 in Lascari (a kindergarten, a 

primary school, a Middle school).

• Kindergarten, which is not mandatory lasts 3 years and is addressed to children 

from 3 to 5 years; Primary School, lasts 5 years and is addressed to pupils from 6 

to 10 years and finally, the Junior High School lasts three years and is addressed to 

pupils from 11 to 13. In our school, we have a total number of about 1040 

students and 120 teachers. 



• The head office is located at the Junior High School "G. B. Cina "in Campofelice di 

Roccella where the headmaster works and has his own office as well that of the 

vice –principal, of the secretary, and where there is the staff room, the computer 

lab, the science, musical and artistic labs, and 5 classrooms with the 

LIM.(Whiteboards).

• Pupils of Junior High School both in Campofelice di Roccella and Lascari have 36 

hours of lessons a week with two afternoons, meal included. During this time 

students study: Italian and maths and science. Our students study two foreign 

languages : English and French.

• Pupils study the following subjects: Italian, history, citizenship and constitution, 

geography, maths, English, French, art, technology, PE and RE.

• The schools in Campofelice di Roccella are located in a area classified “at risk”. This 

explains why we have some extra lessons that allow you to fill the gaps in Italian, 

maths English, music, drama and sport, thanks to a special project, called "Area a 

Rischio” in Campofelice di Roccella. (Area at risk).

• Most of our students attend Senior High Schools, that is, schools where they study 

classical languages, like Greek and Latin, mathematics and science, foreign 

languages ​​but also schools such as accounting, surveyor and tourism ones) in 

Cefalù and Termini Imerese, two of the largest towns around Campofelice and 

they also have good marks at school. Since two years, two new Senior High 

Schools have been opened in Campofelice di Roccella. (They are Art school and 

Liceo Scientifico).

• The unemployment rate has reached a high level and a large number of students 

have never left Sicily because of the financial problems of families.

• As regards the European Projects, our school has coordinated three Comenius 

Multilateral school partnerships and we also got two awards for quality. “Prix E-

Quality 2004” and “ Star Project”.

• Some teachers of our School have participated in study visits in English and French 

languages.
