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Dome of the Rock, Jerusalem
-Used to be a Jewish temple that was 
destroyed by the Romans
-Now an Islamic shrine
-Believed to be the spot where 
Muhammed ascended to heaven in 621 
CE
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Islamic Spain

¨ Place of stability for 
Muslims, Jews, and 
Christians

¨ “Golden age” (think Pax 
Romana!)
