Identify what sin(s) where not covered on the cross.

. Take Steps to Stop

How does the bible describe your sin?

Confess to another believer to begin healing process.

Be intentional in behavior change.
Be intentional about environmental change.
Make restitution as necessary.

. Replace Sin with Righteousness

Live in the light — walk in the light.
Put on the armor of light.
