Downloading Footage into iMovie from the Kodak EIS Flip Camera

1. Plug in the camera to a usb port on your computer. iPhoto will
open and a Canon icon will appear on your desktop.

2. Close iPhoto and double click on the Cannon icon.

3. Click on Canon in your first column - then DCIM folder - then the folder the ends
in Zi8. You will see your movies.
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4. Open iMovie - click on File and select Import - then select Movies.
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5. Navigate to your movies, like you did earlier and select the movie clips you want
to import into iMovie. Hold down the Shift key to select more than one. Select
Create new Event and Title your event. You clips will import into the iMovie Event
Library.
