Creating an iPhoto Album to share with iWeb
1. Import your photos into iPhoto. Open the Event with the
photos that you want in an album.

2. Click on Create in the bottom left. Choose Album.

iWeb
1. Open iWeb and add an Album Page. Put a title on your page and in
your Navigation bar. Change the placeholder text.

2. Click on the Show Media icon, 71  on the bottom right.
