Examples

7 49
5 25
8| I3
3 5 7
3X3=3=9 5X 5 =5 =25 TXT=T =49

The square of 3is 9.  The square of 5 is 25. The square of 7 is 49.

If @* = b, then a is the square root of b. The symbol, V' called a radical

sign, is used to represent'a nonnegative square root. Read V9 as “the
square root of 9.

Examples Find V0. Find V16 = 4. Find V64,
Since 32 = 9, Since 42 = 16, Since 8 = 64,
V09 = 3, V16 = 4. V64 =8.
