When ybu multiply a number by itself, you are finding the
square of the number.
Examples

7 49
5 25
9: 13
3 5 . 7
3X3=3"=9 5X5=5=25 TXT =T =49

The square of 3is 9. The square of 5 is 23. The square of 7 is 49.

If ¢* = b, then a is the square root of b. The symbol, V' called a radical
sign, is used to represent a nonnegative square root. Read V9 as “the

square root of 9.7
