As it bad been arranged by our ohuroh for us to go to America and 

Jim a as it was &greed by the OIM Boa.rd members we left Tah ikapa on May 18, 1967 

to go to Kinshasa. Six o' olook that same evening we left to go to New York. 

Ve traveled all during the night and arrived in New York in the morning . We 

left Nev York and went to Ohioago after whioh we W'en t by c a r t o Elkhart - -

all ff this the one and same day, May 19, 1967. 

On Sunday, May 21 ve started our meetings in Mennoni t e Cburohes, 

one of us here, one of us there. 

On Tuesday, May 23, we met with the Board member~f the CIM in the big 

oi ty of Chicago. This meeting had one very big affair, t hat being to get 

aoquainted f'aoe to faoe and to explain really what JfB are aiming to do in 

Congo and to explain where it is we want to go rl th our work i n EMC and CIM. 

You DIUst not forget that when we arranged the matters of our work l ast February 

here ~ongo, ve met wi t h only a few of the boa.rd members who had been sent. 

But on that d&.y in Chicago ve met with nearly all of them and they wanted to 

hear for themselves what happened from t he mouths of thos.~ho knew wha t 

h.ad ~aµpened . Re c a.rinot tell you all the words that were s poken but here a.re

Many people had joy to hear news about the size and extent of the work 

we have among us. But in reality they were most happy to have the cha.nee to 

hear the vorde and see the faoea of those who are really i nvolved in this work. 

Old people and young people showed a good reply to us in response t o our word.e 

to the• and sought Y&yB of helping ua. We told them that as :far as the i r help 

tor our work is oonoerned, they should write to the CDI office inElkha.rt becaus e 

th.is ie the off ioe we ooerespond with all the time concerning our needs and 

probl ems in our work in Congo. (Ve oould get teachers but Frenoh is a problem 

that stops many t'rom ooming to ua.) 

Ile were uked many ques-ticna o! ~ le.inch wh ich we cannot vri te here 

in our report because of laok of room and time but all the questions shoyed the 

j oy that people have ocnoern:tng the work of the Jlennoni te Church in Congo. Let 

u s aay that our Tisi t rekindled the t'ire that had died down in the hearts of 

many people. 

In nearly every place we nnt people greeted and received ua vith 

joy. Only in a ••ey few places did we find that there had not been good preparaticm 

fOT our arriTal. But n elept well, we ate nll and thia vi th joy &let. In 

many f••i lie• we tel t aa though we were trul7 in our own home. 

In J..erioa th• ohuroh ia ••d• up entirely of people vho have alreaq 

accepted Je8U9 and who are •mber•• There are not the elig,hteet thoughts that 

the oburoh belaap to •o and •o or that 1 t belonge to euoh and auoh a group. 

The la7 people oarr,. mob wei&'ht and re•ponaibili'V and the paator ie ae a 
shepherd of abeep. x.n. woMn) and yo»nc people have 11Uoh work in the ohuroh.

Many people continually give their thinp to be 11ent to people who are suffering 

in other lands. Ref'Ugeee in Congo have already received euoh things that oome 

from JICC. This affair trul7 oauaed ua to marvel muoh and it is something we 

n•ed to think about, we who have a tew thiJ18a. We too need to remember that other 

people are in much need in Congo and in other countries. When ve eaw this we 

remembered some of the words of the Board Mmber11 when we met with them in 

Chioago. It is good that EMO in Congo 11hould carr7 this matter in its heart and 

search ways of meeting the need of other people. Xiasionariee ve have among 

us in Congo and all the work that 111 done among us ~ongo - - all is made 

possi ble by church members and ~riatian laymen through their giving. Their 

tithes and their gifts ia aooompliahing muoh work in their own land in America, 

iJfanada and here iJfoI180 as well. It 1• plain that the people have fire in their 

hearts and that they are applying themselves earneatly. 

True, some people are there who have a fai'ijr onl y of the lips and who 

do not surpass to give theaaelve11. In their thoughts are many affai.rsJ on the 

one hand they follow the wffirc+f•tila•dftrxwtxi a;ffair of God but on the 

other they follow the a.ffairs of Mn. There are some who go t o watch &JDUsements 

of various kinda or vho go off to rest here and there or to pursue their ovn 

interests. Suoh people do not ooae to ohuroh very regularl y. il though they have 

11 a desire to be oburoh members they do not truly pve life. Let such 

people choose what it is they want to follow. I Kings 18:21 

Soae ohurohea have 30 or 40 members. There are others vhioh iJIZ are 

large~ aoae haring as many a.a 1200 members. But the bud&et of ea.oh ohu.roh 

and t he a&lary of eaoh pa.ator is the weight and responaibili ty of the members 

of hie onuroh. In oo•paria:ton with his atud.ies, the pa.ator:te salary is a bit 

small but hie ohuroh gives him a hou11e to live i.n. 
The ohurohea in A:meriaa are well organised and a 0 well bull t in many 

places. When it ia ti.lie tor aervioe, eneyone arrive• without hearing a ohuroh 

bell. It ia not d.iffioul t tor th•• 111no• they hav .. &na of transportation and 

they have good roada. Ve aaw that the7 depend upon and honor the olook very 

greatl,;r. T'nia ia good bat the olook ahould not be QQr aaater. It ia well that 

ve ·oe the aa.ater of th• olook too 11o•tiM11.
