ARTICLE TII

PURPOSE OF ASSOCIATION

2. At least a bare majority of the
voting power of the association: and

3. At least a bare majority of the
votes of member other than the Declarant.

3. No directors were named in the original articles of
incorporation and none have been elected.

4, The Corporation has no members.
