This design is a significant simplification of my "Lumina's Rays" design, and should be overwhelmingly simpler
to cut. When establishing G2, it helps to think of the outline as a 24-facet round with the bottom chopped off.
The reflection pattern on this one is substantially different from the original, but the crown is still super-cool.
Works in materials from quartz to zircon (Rl = 1.54 - 1.93) with no changes - try it in yellow lab sapphire!
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
