We are willing to do what is fair and right by these outside owners, but they
must meet us half way if they expect to do business. | find it is absolutely necessary to purchase
a boat with which to do our business and Mr. Vickers and myself may come up shortly. If so will
call on you.”

“l am much obliged to you for the trouble you have taken in regard to the boat, but as Mr.
Vickers, who is an equal partner with me in the Island, is in Texas, | did not like to take the
responsibility of buying a boat for $8000. We have plans for a new boat just about her size, that
parties offered to contract for $10,000, so that this boat at $8000 would have been higher,
considering her life. At the same time, she no doubt might have been the best thing we could
buy if we had time to look her over carefully. Am much obliged for the remarks about Mr. Gray,
and | have heard him highly spoken of by others.”

“I have a lot of correspondence in regard to boats, and probably if you had been here, we might
have made a trade for a boat in San Francisco, but | did not like to take the responsibility
without your being here. | looked at one that | think would do temporarily, but afterwards
heard of one 84 feet long, with power in, that is just about what we would build if we built at
the present time. She however has taken a charter to Mexico and will probably be in San Diego
next Sunday, and if so, and if we are both here, it might pay us to look her over.”

“| start for Warner in the morning, and will leave the correspondence in regard to this matter
on your desk, as well as letter from Frank Pepper in regard to shearing.”

“I saw Judge Paterson in San Francisco, and the best proposition he has on the Bartnett 2/24 is
$26,000. | intended to have done more in regard to this matter than | did, but only succeeded in
catching Paterson once, as he left town the day after | got to San Francisco. It might be well to
authorize Paterson to buy the interest at same price we pay for his, but would not do this
without first consulting with you.”

We have
decided to give you the authority to offer them $21,666.66, which is the same as the Island
Interest will cost when we are all through, and $2500 more than the company gets, as they only
get $30,000 for 3/24. You will understand that anything you do better than this shall be
considered a commission and they are in my opinion doing well if they got $20,000. Take this
matter up and let us know what we can depend on.”

Her age is of course against her, but my impression is that Nova Scotia larch is long lived. | was
born in Nova Scotia, and my father built some very good vessels there and used them himself in
the South African trade when | was a kid. | however know but little about vessels, as | left there
very young.”

“Neither would we care to purchase a boat unless her timbers were perfectly sound. Mr. J.V.
Vickers and myself have purchased Santa Rosa Island, off the coast of Santa Barbara, and we
wish to use the boat to freight cattle to and from San Pedro and the Island. We would run
sometimes to Santa Barbara. We would also use the boat for transportation of our help, as well
as of ourselves, and as we have very rough seas in the channels between the islands nothing
but a good sea-worthy boat would be suitable. We of course are anxious to get as much freight
room as possible, and cabin cuts but little figure, and a large cabin would of course take up
freight room.”

“You will remember | went to and examined a boat you had for sale by the name of ‘Mizpah,’
and hoped to very lately to be make [sic] some kind of arrangements to use her at the price |
offered, provided you could furnish me with a record of the boat, showing who built her, and
how old she was. Your son said this would be easy to get, and | should have this data, as you
only knew what had been told you in regard to her age. Again on the 25™ of last month | wrote
to you, asking for these documents, but no reply has come and nothing in regard to the boat.
So Mr. Vickers and myself have, we believe, purchased a schooner which we hope will answer
our purpose, but we cannot tell until she arrives here from the north. Meanwhile, if you have
the data in your office | have been waiting for you might send it, so that in case the boat we
believe we have purchased is not suitable we can make further investigation of the ‘Mizpah.’ If
you have not sent for the data you need not bother until you know that the boat | have spoken
of does not suit, which | will inform you of.”

We are anxious and willing to pay whatever is right, and | do
not say this is not right but if we have to pay $25 for a boat of this size, it would be cheaper to
have a naphtha boat and do our business from San Pedro. In Mr. Pepper’s letter to Mr. Vickers
he said he thought | had made arrangements with you, so | have written him in regard to the
matter. | also send copy of this to my cousin, Mr. Hugh Vail, in Santa Barbara, asking him to
speak to you about it.”

Pedro to Santa Rosa Island including tow of our little schooner the “Mildred E” with what she
will carry on deck, we to pay at this rate for 24 hour days, by hours at pro rata rate that we have
her — from time she ready to start north until we done with her, we can double back for other
loads if ready so we can afford to do so — we to put false floor on deck and necessary fencing, at
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our expense as to time, lumber & nails and extra help required. We expect a train load here
Dec. 3d another Dec. 6%, | do not know whether any boat of the parties | saw will be in port
Dec. 3d or not. If weather good we will be in a hurry to push them along to avoid feed expense.
Please see Robert Dollar and arrange with him so that if he has a good schooner here when we
want one that we can use it at same rate if we wish, also kindly see what date his will be ready
to leave San Pedro and what her name — and let us know & oblige.
