The Wrigley Memorial

Botanical Garden

f it is not, as it is believed to be, the only

botanical garden of its kind, the Wrigley
Memorial Botanical Garden on Santa Catalina
Island is certainly among the most signifi-
cant. The usual purpose of a botanical garden
— that of procuring, caring for and displaying
alien plants for study — is here reversed and
the endemic plants of the island are pre-
served and displayed, along with those of the
other fifteen offshore California islands. The
aim is to have all the plants that grow natural-
ly on one island or group of islands, in a
natural and comprehensive setting. There are
approximately one hundred species, sub-
species and varieties of plants believed to
grow naturally on the California islands and
nowhere else. They will grow again as they
