The Mini Disc cannot record digital input signals from all sources. Note that digital recording is not possible with the following two cases.

@ *In case the source uses other sampling frequency than 44.1 kHz. — " unLaock” is displayed and recording stops.
@ In case the source contains the copy prohibit code {SCMS ~ Serial Copy Management System}.

Recording starts if the copy prohibition is cleared within 15
minutes, but recording is aborted if it is not.

*Sampling frequency

The sampling frequency refers to the frequency used to split analog waveform when it is converted into digital signal. The DBS tuner and some DAT
decks use a sampling frequency of 32 kHz or 48 kHz, while the CD player and some DAT decks uses a sampling frequency of 44.1 kHz. Therefore,
the Mini Disc recorder can record digital signals from CD players and some DAT decks, but cannot record digital signals from DBS tuners. Before
attempting digital recording from a DAT deck, be sure to check that it uses a sampling frequency of 44.1 kHz.

Designed for copyright protection, the SCMS is a prescription that copying of digital signals as they are in the digital form between digital audio
equipment is allowable only for one generation.
