Because of
the properties of this battery, it must be recharged at least once every 2
months, even if itis not used

+The battery can be recharged about 500 times.

+Ifthe battery is repeatedly recharged before its charge is completely used
up, the battery service time may gradually decrease. This is due to the
properties of the battery and does not indicate a malfunction. Allow the
battery to be used up completely and then charge it fully. If this procedure
is repeated several times, the rechargeable battery will display its proper
performance.

+Replace the rechargeable battery with a new one when its service time
is short even after it has been charged. (Use the separately sold NB-150S
battery.)
