B When using the unit with the
rechargeable battery (page 10)

Charge the rechargeable battery according to the

following procedure.

1. Open the battery compartment cover.

2. Insert the arrow end .of the battery
first, and replace the battery com-
pariment cover. ’

3. Plug the AC adaptor into an AC out-
let (AC 100V) and plug the other end
into the DC IN 5V jack on the unit.

4. About 4 seconds later, "===p" will
flash, and battery charging will start.
@ Battery charging will be complete in about 3

hours. When battery charging begins,
“mmmp will flash. When the charging is
complete, it will go out.

Notes:

@ When the unit is operated from the recharge-
able battery without using the AC adaptor, the
battery indicator on the main unit’s display will
light up. If this indicator begins to flash, re-
charge the battery.

@ Use only the specified rechargeable battery.

® Continuous playback: Approx. 10 hours (Fully
charged, volume level : VOL 15)

Continuous recording: Approx. 8 hours (Fully
charged, analog input, volume level: VOL 0)

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E When using the unit with the
alkaline battery (page 11)

1. Make sure that a rechargeable bat-
tery is inserted.

2. Open the cover of the battery case
supplied with the unit.

3. Insert an "AA" size battery (LR6) into
thé battery case by matching its plus
and minus terminales with the mark-
ings inside the battery case, and then
close the cover of the battery case.

4. Align the protuberance on the battery
case with the indentation in the side
of the unit. ,

5. Turn the fixing screw on the battery
case toward "LOCK", and then check
that the battery case does not move.

@ Do not use the unit with only a disposable
battery in it. -

@ Do not insert a rechargeable battery (such
as a nickel-cadmium rechargeable battery)
into the battery case.

® Do not replace either the battery or the re-
chargeable battery with a new one while op-
erating the unit.

B When using the unit with
the AC adaptor (page 11)

1. Connect the AC adaptor to the DC IN
5V jack on the unit.

2. Plug the AC adaptor into an AC out-
let (AC-100V, 50/60Hz).
@ If the rechargeable battery is in the unit, it

will- be charged, even while operating the
unit. (Float charge)

PRECAUTIONS BEFORE RECORDING

B Type of recording being con-
‘nected (pages 12 and 14)

Two types of recording are possible: “Digital re-
cording” and “Analog recording”.

The cables needed for each type of hookup are
different, depending on the jacks.on the equip-
ment being connected.

(1) Digital recording connection:
Connect the unit to equipment with an
_optical output jack using a digital cable
(available separately). Using an optical
digital signal to transfer the music al-
lows very high quality recording. It is
not necessary to adjust the recording
level. A track number is automatically
assigned to each track of music from
the sound source. :
o Main equipment :
CS/BS tuner, CD/MD player, digital
amplifier, etc.
e Cable required :
" Digital cable (OPC-300 or OPC-500,
available separately)

(2) Analog recording connection:
Connect the unit to equipment with a
line output jack, using the cable that
came with the unit.
o Main equipment:
CD player, MD player, radio cassette
player, etc.
o Cable required:
Cable included with this unit.

B Type of recording (page 15)

(1) Synchronous recording
Detects sound from an external unit
connected to this unit and automati-
cally starts or pauses the recording.

(2) Manual recording
Allows you to record or pause without
regard to the sound in the signal.

Notes:

@ This unit has a built-in sampling rate converter
so that the recording from other equipment
(DAT deck, BS tuner, etc.) which has a differ-
ent sampling frequency is still possible.

@ When a recording is made using microphones,
it will be an analog recording.

® This unit has a device which keeps additional
copies of digital recordings from being made
from MiniDiscs which were originally recorded
in digital. This limit is based on the standards
developed by the SCMS (Serial Copy Man-
agement System).

@ Insert the plug firmly. If not, recording cannot
be performed properly.

'RECORDING ON A MINIDISC

B Connecting method

(page 14) -

® Connect the output jacks of the other
equipment to the OPTICAL/LINE IN
jack on the unit using the appropriate
cables for each connection, as
shown below.

® To connect a microphone, plug it into
the MIC IN jack on the main unit.

B To record (pages 16 - 19)

To record from an external unit

1. Connect an external unit to this unit.

2. Insert a recordable MiniDisc.

3. Press the button.

4. To adjust the recording level, start
playback from the equipment which
will provide the signal to be recorded,
and press the [[<«qjor[P¥]button.

@ Refer to the display, and adjust the record-
ing level so that the volume meter has a
maximum swing between —4 and 0 dB.

® For digital recording, it is not necessary to
adjust the recording level.




[Synchronous recording from a
CD, MD] : ‘

5. After adjusting the recording level,
put the equipment connected to the
unit in the playback standby mode.

6. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY]|
button.
® The recording may not start or pause at the

correct position depending on the playback
signals. If this happens, do the recording
manually.

7. Start playback from the equipment
connected to this unit.
® The recording will start automatically.

[Manual recording]

® Perform steps 1 - 5.

6. To start the recording, press the
button.

To record from a microphone

1. Connect a microphone to this unit.
2. Insert a-recordable MiniDisc.
3. Press the button.
4. Adjust the recording level by press-
ing the [I«]or[PP]button.
@ Refer to the display, and adjust the record-
ing level so that the volume meter has a
maximum swing between —4 and 0 dB.

[MIC - synchronous recording]

5. Then adjust the synchronous level by
pressing the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY]
button.

@ In this mode, the recording will be started
and paused automatically, according to the
sound that is detected from the source. This
mode is convenient for recording meetings
or lectures.

@ 'MIC SYNC H" and "MIC SYNC L" will ap-
pear mutually on the display. To record the
lower sound (meetings etc.), select "MIC
SYNC H".

To record the louder sound (concerts etc.),
select 'MIC SYNC L".
6. As soon as some sounds are
detected, the recording will start
automatically.

[Manual recording]
@ Perform steps 1 - 4.
5. To start the recording, press the

button.

To interrupt the recording :
(pages 17 and 19)

[Synchronous recording]

® When the connected equipment is
stopped, the-unit will be paused in
the synchronous recording mode. if
the connected equipment restarts
playback, it will follow theé unit to re-
start recording.

® if no sound is detected for 3 seconds
or more, the recording will be paused
automatically.

® Press the button during re-
cording.
The synchronous recording mode will
be canceled, and the unit will enter
the recording standby mode.

® To resume synchronous recording,
press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY]
button.

[Manual recording]

® Press the button during recording.
The unit will enter the recording
standby mode. -

® To resume recording, press the
button again. -

To cancel the recording :

To turn off the power :

@ TOC will be written, and the unit will turn off.

@ If you want to make a long

recording (monaural mode)
(page 21)

The unit is in the standard recording (stereo) mode by
nature. However, by switching to the “monaural
double length recording mode”, you can record for
twice as long as the time listed on the MiniDisc. This
mode is convenient for recording meetings or lec-
tures.

Press the button to

make “MONO?” appear on the display.

@ When a recording in the monaural double
length recording mode is stopped, the unit will
resume recording in the stereo mode.

@ Creating your own track

number while recording
(page 22)

Press the [RECORDING | button or
move the shuttle switch on the lower
right of the remote control up once at
the point where you want to create a
track number.

& Recording without creating

track numbers (page 22)
1. Press the [EDIT/AUTO MARK| button

while the recording is paused.
® “MARK OFF" will be displayed.

2. Press the button.
®Recording will start.

To resume creating track num-

bers automatically:

® The power will be turned on automatically
and playback will begin from the first track.

(Auto play)

® When a recordable MiniDisc is to be played,
make sure that the accidental erasure pre-
vention tab is unlocked. If the tab is not lo-
cated at the protect position, the AUTO-
PLAY function will not work.
In this case, press the button.

3. Adjust the volume by pressing the
or [=] button.
® To adjust the volume using the remote con-

trol, move the shuttle switch on the left side
up to the increase the volume. Move it down
to reduce the volume.

4. Press the button to
adjust the bass or move the shuitle
switch on the lower right of the re-
mote control up to increase the bass.
@ Each time this button is pressed, the display

will change as follows:

®When about 2 minutes have passed after play-
back has stopped, power to the unit will be
turned off automatically.

To remove a MiniDisc: (page 25)

B APSS (Auto Program Search

System) (page 26)

You can locate the beginning of any track auto-
matically by using the APSS function.

To move to the beginning of

" the next track:

During playback, press the [P button
or move the shuttle switch on the up-

per right of the remote control up.

To restart the track currently
being played:
During playback, press the[l<«] button
or move the shuttle switch on the up-
per right of the remote control down.

@ To play a desired track, press the[p¥1] or[<«]
button to select the track number while in the stop
mode. Then press the [ /ulbutton.

B Cue and Review (page 26)

1. Insert a MiniDisc and begin playback.

2. When the [pp]bution is held down
or the shuttle switch on the upper
right of the remote control is moved
up during playback, the MiniDisc wil
be fast forwarded. When the
[} button is held down or the
shuttle switch on the upper right of
the remote control is moved down,
the MiniDisc.will be fast reversed.
When you release the button or
switch, normal play will resume.

Note:
®When a cue or review operation is performed
while in the pause mode, you can find the de-
sired track more quickly. However, no sound
will be heard. The unit will re-enter the pause
mode at the scan position where you release
your finger.

B Double-speed playback

(page 27)

During playback of a MiniDisc which is re-
corded in the monaural (double length)
mode, press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY|
button.

@ To return to normal-speed playback, press the

ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | button again.
® Depending on the recorded materials, the
sound may not be clear to listen.

To interrupt double-speed playback:

Press the button during play-
back.

® To resume double-speed playback, press the
button again.

E Random playback (page 28)

During playback, press the [MODE/INSERT
button repeatedly or move the shuttle
switch on the lower right of the remote

control down repeatedly.

@ “RANDOM” will be displayed.

@ After the track you are listening to has finished
playing back, all of the tracks will be played
back once in random order, and then the unit
will automatically stop.

To cancel random playback:
Press the button re-
peatedly or move the shutile switch on
the fower right of the remote control
down repeatedly to turn off “RAN-
DOM”.

HE Repeat playback (page 28)

During playback, press the
button repeatedly or move the shuttle
switch on the lower right of the remote
control down repeatedly until

(repetition of a single track) is displayed.

To cancel repeat play:

You can create original discs using functions.
However, playback-only MiniDiscs cannot be edited.

# ERASE (page 31)

® Recorded tracks can be erased one at a time
or alf at once.

@ Once a track has been erased, it cannot be
recovered. Check the track number carefully
before erasing.

To erase tracks one at a time:

1. During playback of the track to be
erased, press the button.

2. Press the button
repeatedly to make "ERASE" appear
on the display.

3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-
ton.

- @ To cancel the operation, press the
button.

4. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | but-

ton again.
® The selected track will be erased.

To erase all of the tracks at once:

1. While in the stop mode, press the
button repeatedly
to make "ALL ERASE" appear on
the display.

2. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-
ton.
® To cancel the operation, press the

button.
" 3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-

ton again.
® All of the tracks will be erased.

E DIVIDE (page 32)

If you create track numbers at the points where
you want to divide the recording, you can locate
certain points wherever you like.

1. Play back the track which you want
to divide into two, and press the
button at the point where you
want to divide the track.

2. Press the button
repeatedly to make "DIVIDE" appear
on the display.

3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-

ton.
® To cancel the operation, press the
button.

4. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY ] but-

ton again.
® The original recording will be divided into
the two new tracks.

B MOVE (page 33)

This function is used to change the order of tracks

and to listen to tracks in the order that you prefer.

1. Play back the track to be moved, and
press the button.
® The unit will enter the pause mode.

2. Press the button
repeatedly to make "MOVE" appear
on the display.

3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | but-

ton.
@ To cancel the operation, press the
button.

4. Press the[[4«q]or[pP]button to select
the direction to move.
® To increase the track number....[PP]
® To decrease the track number... 44

5. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | but-
ton again.
@ The selected track will be moved to the new
location.

B COMBINE (page 33)

Two adjacent tracks can be combined (for ex-

ample, the fifth and sixth tracks).

1. Play back the second of the two
tracks which you want to combine,
and press the button.
® The unit will enter the pause mode.

2. Press the button
repeatedly to make "COMBINE" ap-
pear on the display.

3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-
ton.
® To cancel the operation, press the

button.

4. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | but-
ton again.

@ The iwo tracks will be combined.

B DISC/TRACK NAME

(pages 34 - 36)
Discs and tracks can be named using a maximum
of 100 characters (including spaces).

To create a name for a recordable disc:
1. While in the stop mode, press the

EDIT/AUTO MARK | button repeatediy
to make "DISC NAME" appear on
the display.

2. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-

ton.
® To cancel the operation, press the [I/OFF
button.

3. Press the [CHAR. | button to select the
type of characters.

® Every time the [CHAR.| button is pressed, the
type of characters will be changed as fol-
fows: (page 35)

Select 71 77
(Japanese characters)

Select ABC
(alphabetic characters)

Select ! ” # (symbols)

® When the type of characters is selected, the
first three letters of that type will be displayed
for about 1 second.
(Example) When the capital letters are se-
lected, “ABC” will be displayed.

4. Press the [¥] or [=] button to select

the first letter.
5. When the letter you want is dis-

played, press the[ppi]button.

® To erase a letter
Press the {4« or[P®| button to highlight the
letter to be erased, and then press the
button.

® To correct a letter
Press the [« or[P®] button to highlight the
letter to be corrected, and then enter the
correct letter.

6. To enter letters continuously, repeat
steps 3 - 5.

7. After completely entering the track
name, press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY]
button again.

To create a track name for a re-

corded track:

1. Play back the track which you want
to name, and then press the
button.
® The unit will enter the pause mode.

2. Press the button
repeatedly to make "Tr NAME" ap-
pear on the display.

3. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-
ton.

4. Then follow the procedure in steps 3-
7 of the section "To create a name
for a recordable disc".

B NAME STAMP function

(pages 37 - 38)

The whole data written in characters on a
MiniDisc which contains tracks and data recorded
previously (a master MiniDisc) is able to be sent
to a recordable MiniDisc (a MiniDisc copy).

1. Complete a recording from a master
MiniDisc to a MiniDisc copy.
® Only sounds are recorded. At this point, the
data writfen in characters has not been re-
corded yet.

® Make sure that the track numbers agree on
both MiniDiscs. If not, use the DIVIDE or
COMBINE functions on one of the MiniDiscs
so that it is the same as the other.

2. After finishing recording, remove the
MiniDisc copy from the unit and insert

“the master MiniDisc to the DMC-K7R.
@ Check the differences between the master
MiniDisc and the MiniDisc copy.

3. Press the [EDIT/AUTO MARK | button
repeatedly to make "NAME STAMP"
appear on the display.

4. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-
ton.

@ "READ OK?" will be displayed.

® To cancel the operation, press the [l /OFF
button.
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5. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY | but-
ton again.
® "Reading!” will be displayed.

6. Make sure that "CHANGE MD" ap-
pears on the display, and then remove
the master MiniDisc from the unit.

7. Insert the MiniDisc copy to the DMC-
K7R.
® The display will show "INSERT MD", "TOC

READ* and “WRITE OK?" in order.

@ To cancel the operation, press the

button.
8. Press the [ENTER/SYNC/F.PLAY] but-

ton again.

® The display will change from "Writing!" to
"COMPLETE" and the NAME STAMP func-
tion will be completed. And then the unit will
enter the stop mode.

Notes:

@ The playback-only MiniDiscs can not stamp
the data written in characters.

@ If the total number of tracks is not the same
between the master MiniDisc and the MiniDisc
copy, “Can’'t WRITE" will appear on the dis-
play and the unit will turin off. If this occurs,
edit to make the track numbers on both discs
agree, and retry from step 2:

After completing the edit operation

To write the TOC (Table of Contents:

information like track numbers, etc.) on

a disc, press the button while

in the stop mode.

@ “TOC EDIT!” will be displayed, and the power
will be turned off.

@ While “TOC EDIT!” is being displayed, do not
Jjar the unit. If you do, the TOC cannot be writ-
ten correctly on the disc.

E Hold function (page 39)

Even if the buttons are pressed accidentally (in a
crowded train, etc.), if the hold function has been
set on the unit or on the remote control, the unit will
not respond correctly.

To put the unit in the state which pre-

vents: malfunctions, move the HOLD

switch. )

@ To resume the operation, return the HOLD
switch to its original position.

B Various set-up parameters

(pages 40 - 41)

You are able to set up 4 parameters
with the unit (beep sound, display back-
light, auto play function, and auto power
save function).

To stop the beep sound:

1. When stopped, hold down the
button or move the
shuttle switch on the lower right of
the remote control down and hold it,
until "SET UP" is displayed.
Then, release the
button or the shuttle switch.
® “BEEP ON (BEEP 1)” will be displayed.

2. Press the button or
move the shuttle switch on the lower
right of the remote control down
once.

@ “BEEP OFF (BEEP 0)” will be displayed.

To set up other parameters:

1. When siopped, hold down the
button or move the
shuttle switch on the lower right of
the remote control down and hold it,
until "SET UP" is displayed.
Then, release the
button or the shuttle switch.

® “BEEP ON (BEEP 1)"-or “BEEP OFF (BEEP 0)”
will be displayed.
