 Breakfast Point Residential Development - project management of the Part 3A Concept 

Approval for an 1189 dwelling urban renewal development at Canada Bay on behalf of 

Rosecorp. 

 Catherine Hill Bay & Gwandalan - managing 3A consent process for  these sensitive coastal
