All voices, 20.2-3: two syllables apparently intended; this editor is at a loss, as was the original printer (who uses both
freed and freede), for a wholly satisfactory way to represent freed as a disyllable.
26: I: brevis; II: brevis; III: brevis plus fermata; IV: longa plus fermata.
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
