2. For each location, decide whether you will explore either religion, geography
or tourism (use work in class on each topic as a starting point).

3. Conduct as much research as possible on your chosen aspects and
locations (use work in class as a starting point).

4. Choose your mode of presentation (3Ps- poster, PowerPoint or Prezi) and

construct your assignment; you must keep a record of the sites/sources you
access and present a bibliography.
