Currently, the existing location
of the school will be unavailable
after December 2009 because
the school is being evicted from
its existing property. As a result,
the school is moving all primary
school students to the Upper
school where they will have to
share space until new shelters
can be provided for them. The
Circle of Peace School is asking
for help to start building
structures to allow their students
to continue their education. Most
of their students are orphans,
aids victims whose parents have
died, and poor children who can’t
afford to pay for education.
Currently there are 105 students
in the lower school and 100 in
the upper school. With these
funds, the school will purchase all
the necessary materials to begin
building.
