A BILL

To provide for the commissioner of copyrights and to revise the

copyright law.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
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That all records and other things relating to copyrights

and required by law to be preserved in the Library of Con-

Any person violating this Act
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall
be fined not less than fifty nor more than one hundred dollars
for each and every offense, one-half to be paid to the informer
and one-half to the Treasury of the United States of America.

That it shall be unlawful for any persou within
the limits of the United States, to buy, purchase, bargam or
barter for any book, periodical, map, chart, dramatic. or ' musi-

tions to prevent the violation of any rights secured by the

laws respeeting copyrights, according to the course z%nd

principles of courts of equity, on such terms as the court may
deem reasonable.

Sece. 32 That in the construction of this Act the words
“engraving,” “cut,” and “print” shall be applied only to
pictorial illustrations or works connected with the fine arts,
and no prints or labels designed to be used for any articles
of manufacture shiall be entered under the copyright law, but
may be registered in the Patent Office.  And the Cominis-
sioner of Patents is hereby charged with the supervision and
control of the entry or registry of such prints and labels, in
conformity with the regulation provided by law as to copy-
rights or priuts, except there shall be paid for recording the
title of any print or label, not a trade-mark, six dollars,
which shall cover the expense of furnishing a copy of the
