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The process of life on congruity and incongruity on one
side does not mean its regress from concord and harmony on
the other. Or in other words : if it has comprised of that
infinite number of various fields, each of which must form in
the end a full complete whole although the scale of its
elements 1s swinging between similarity and and
dissimilarity. And according to that, when language has
constituted a means for expressing life’s affairs and
necessities, it can be considered one of the most important
forms which has embodied both concord and discord, if the -
same - has constituted what is known as domain or
connonative fields which means the set up of each of which
on a sound-group which their connotations are bound to a
general connecting pronunciation.

Our choice has settled on this research with a desire,
throughout the introductory study to contribute with the
others, to confirm the Arab fundemants of the Theory of
Connonative  Fields according to logical scientific
foundations, and to deepen its study, developing, and giving
it certain criteria and new dimensions. The old Arab linguists
whom defined by their role in putting its standards, and
created its first features. And then perhaps by polarization of
what has been written in this field, we could, on one hand, be
able to introduce a whole clear picture of this theory’s
aspects, after having perhaps appeared as scattered within the
various works, as we could, on the other hand, be able to
confirm anew the extent of arabic richness and its expressing
capabilty besides some other human languages. Then we
seen through our following study in this research to apply
definitely the Theory of Connonative Fields on Diwan Al-
Luzumiyat by Abu Al-Alaa Al-Maarri, in view of what it
may be in his deep contemplative tendency with regards to
the aspects of life and the universe, for variations in his
cultures and difference in orientations, as a vital role in

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enriching his language, to be the impetus for research for the
differences of its other aspects.

This research has included an Introduction and Seven
Chapters. The Introduction forms a theoretical study
clarifying the Theory of Connonative fields from its different
dimensions limited to defining the fields, mentioning their
kinds, and the connonative relations which may arise among
the elements of each of which. This and in addition to the
mention of some works of the old Arab authors which were
classed according to it, and also some works of modern Arab
and Western authors.

With regards to the other seven Chapters which has
formed in total the applied study, we have classified through
which the pronunciations of Diwan Al-Luzumiyat of Al-
Maarri according to the seven various fields which it has
contained, and clarified what has come under each field and
1ts enumaration of each sub-field, and each sub-field of what
enumarates of groups.

The First Chapter contains the field of pronunciations
denoting to man in Al-Luzumiyat, which in turns branchiated
to the field of man and its groups, the field of man’s age, the
field of man’s body, the field of ethics, the field of feelings,
the field of relationships and the social relations, and the field
of necessaries. The Second Chapter has contained the
pronunciations denoting to animals, birds, reptiles and insects
in Al-Luzumiyat, and branchiated to the home and wild
animals, birds, reptiles, spiders and reptiles. The Third
Chapter included the field of pronunciations denoting to
botany in Al-Luzumiyat, and branchiated to the field of
pronunciation denoting to plants and trees and general and
the field of pronunciation denoting to the thorn plants and
trees and field of pronunciation denoting to Kinds of picks

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trees and its family, and the field of dye-plants and trees, and
the field of perfume plants and trees, and the field of plants
and trees denotaing to myrrh, and the field of sounds
denotaing to plants and trees of fruits, and the field
ofpronnunciations denoting to the trees diversity, and the
field of pronnuciations denotaing to crops of seeds, grass and
greens. The Fourth Chapter contains the field of
pronnunciation denotaing to time, life and death in Al-
Luzumiyat, and branchiated to the field of time, life and
death. The Fifth Chapter contains the field of pronunciations
dennoting to earth in Al-Luzumiyat, and it branchiates to the
fields of earth, mountains, valleys, roads, rocks, stones and
sands and the like. And the field of water and what it is
related to it. The Sixth Chapter contains the field of
pronnunciations denoting to the sky in Al-Luzumiyat, and it
branchiates to the field of sky, atmosphere, and the field of
planets and stars and the like, and the field of light and
darkness, the field of clouds, winds and rain. The Seventh
Chapter contains the pronunciations dennoting to religions in
Al-Luzumiyat, and it branchiates to the pronnunciations
dennoting to God and his holy names, and the field of
pronnunciations dennoting to angels and devils, the field of
pronnunciations dennoting to religions, messengers and
Heavenly Books, and the field of pronnunciations dennoting
to the commendmants, adorations and the specific places
related to them, and the field of pronnunciations dennoting to
faith, blasphemy, and the field of pronnunciations dennoting
to resurrection and to the day of judgement at the end of
time.

This applied study has made in each chapter of the above
mentioned chapters, or in each field the statistics of the
number of occurrences in which each word has been repeated
in its variable cases of occurrence in Al-Luzumiyat, except
the verbs and that is due to the gigantic volume of the Diwan,
which the number of its lines reaches approximately eleven
thousands, which shows the efforts I have exerted in doing
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my statistics, although my opinion has been for the doing the
same in person without any dependency on the computer at
all. Therefore, I am longing from my statistics to be as
accurate as the clock, and that negligence could not scratch
any of the trust which I wish I could be able to perform in a
pure and clear way in my research.

With regards to the sources and references related to this
research, I have depended mainly in the applied study on
Diwan Al-Luzumiyat, which has formed the research’s basic
material defined in the poetic lines of Al-Maari from which
the connanotive words incurring in the tables have been
abstracted. Besides the Diwan, It has been depended on the
dictionary of Lissan Al-Arab, by Ibn Manzhur, to abstract the
lexical connotation of each word. And in very limited way, It
has been depended in this research on some other various
dictionaries when necessity remmended it, and also on some
studies which dealt with Al-Maari poetry even though it were
not serviceable but slightly in view of our study which
recommended personal efforts which defined after
performance of the necessary statistics in analyzing the
context of each word within each occuring poetic line. While
the introductory study has included the sufficient number of
the sources and referrences old and new, and that 1s what we
aimed for, through which knowledge of the different aspects
related to the Theory of Connotative Fields.
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
