The Orphan-houfe affairs go forward beyond
expeation. I have upwards of farsy children in my houfe at Sa-
vannah, near feventy perfons inifamilyy and upwards of an bundred
people to provide for every day: -As-yet we want for nothing.
The great houfholder of mankind gives us all things richly to
enjoy, and, I.am perfuaded, will provide for us whilft we truft
in him. I had rather live by faith, apd depend on Gop for
the fupport ofmy great, and yet increafing family, than to have
the largeft vifible fund in the univerfe. . About five weeks ago
the Lorp ftirred up the Charles-Town people to contribute up-
wards of feventy pounds fterling towards the fupport of my
Ilttle ones. A glorious work was alfo begun in the hearts
of ‘the inhabitants; and many were brought to cry out,
¢« What fhall we do to be faved ”’ A fortnight ago, after a
fhort paffage of ten days, I landed in Penfylvania, and have had
the pleafure of feeing and hearing, that my poor endeavours

have come unto me, labouring under the deepeft convittions,
and feemingly defirous of finding reft in JEsus CHRIST..

Indians again, not as a miniffer, but as a private chriftian,
whofe duty it is, when converted himfelf, to ftrengthen his
brethren. An effetual door, I would hope, is opening
amongft fome of the heathen. I remember, when it was firlt
imprefled upon me, that I fhould go to Georgia, this promife
came with fuch power as never will be forgotten, and that too,
Jong before I had any outward call—< I have made thee the
head of the heathen.”—I fpeak this for your encouragement,
but defire you would not mention it to others.  Who knows
but that time may be now near at hand ?—However that be,
it is plain Gop calls you, and T wifh you good fuccefs in the
name of the Lorp. Be fure you keep a clofe walk with Gob.
—Be much in prayer, and prepare for the greateft hardfhips,
Your greateft perils will be amongft your own countrymen.

My Dear Brethren, - Reedy Ifland, May 21, 1740,
OR fo I call you, becaufe you, and I, and all, have one .
common father, ONE Gob, in whom we live, move and
have qur beings We all came at firft out of the duft of the
earth. For after Gop made the fun, moon, ftars, and every
tbmg you fee, he alfo made a creature called man, and breathed

-into him the breath of life ; be then became a living foul.

He could not only walk and fpeak, but he could alfo think,
and reafon, and was full of goodnefs, peace, and joy. This
man, this happy creature Gop placed in a garden, which his
own right hand had planted. He then caft him into a deep
fleep, and out of one of his ribs made what we call 2 woman,
that fhe might be his wife, Their names were Adam and
Eve. With thefe, Gop made an agteement that they fhould
cat
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eat of every tree of that garden, except one; but if they ate
the fruit of that particular tree, they fhould die; they thould=—
return to the duft.frem whence they were taken, lofe the
comforts they enjoyed in their fouls, and be unhappy for ever -
in another world.. But if they did not eat this fruit, none of -
thefe things fhould come upon them. A being, which we-
call the devil, (and who for his pride had been caft out of hea- -
ven) envying their happinefs, tempted them to eat the forbid- -
den fruit. They confented, they. ate, they died. Their bodies -
became mortal, their fouls were deprived -of the prefence.and
Jove of Gop ; and unlefs a way was found out to make-
fatisfattion for what they had done, they muft have been loft’
for ever. Thefe were our parents, and Gob made this agree-
ment with us their children, as well as with them. For they
acted in our name,. as 2 king aéls in the name of his people;’
ar a father. in the name of a child—What therefore befel:
them, befel us. We died in them ; and come into this world
poor and miferable, blind and naked, as they were, when they
had eaten of the forbidden tree. Hence it is, that we are:
given to luft, anger, envy, hatred, pride, and malice, and
all thofe troublefome paflions which you all muft feel in your
own hearts, and cannot but fee even in the hearts of your chil-
dren. If then, you only look into yourfelves, you muft con-
fefs thefe things are.fo. But Gob hath given us a book, where-
in he aflures us of the truth of all this: — And we know that
book came from Gop, becaufe none but Gob could tell .us
the things thercin contained. ~ And I fpeak firt of this, be-
caufe ’till you feel and believe this, you cannot come to the
knowledge of Jesus CHrisT ; and without the knowledge
of Jesus CHRIST you cannot be faved. For after our fiift
parents, Adam and Eve, had taken the forbidden frdit, and
with all their children, thereafter to be born, becante gmlty
before Gob, Gop out of his own free love fent his only Bi-
gotten-Son into the world, to die, and fo to mak¢-an atone-"
ment for the fin of fallen man, and-alfo to obey the law,’
which man had broken ; fo that thougli fallen man Kad no

_fare could obey and fuffer in our ftead, He was Gop and
.man in one perfon, that Gop and man might be happy to-
gether again. My dear brethren, (for fo I muft call you,
though I never faw you) thefe are ftrange things, But if
-you .are willing to learn, the holy fpirit fhall teach you. For
Jesus Cuxist by dying, and obeying Gob’s law, : hath
bought for us the holy fpirit, who fhall-change your: corrupt
.natures, and fit you for happinefs hereafter with the ever-bleffed
Gop, if you do but believe in your hearts.—Thoufands of
white people only believe in their heads, and therefore are no
‘more chriftians than thofe who never heard of Jesus CHRIST
at all. They call CHrisT, ¢ Lord, Lord,” but they do
ot live as Jesus CHRisT hath commanded. No, they curfe
and fwear, they break the fabbath, they get drunk, they play,
they whore, they commit adultery, and have taught many poor
Indians to do thefe abominable things as well as themfelves.
Do not you therefore learn of them. For true chriftians are
fober, chafte and holy. They will not get drunk, they will
not play the whore, they will not cheat, lie, curfe or fwear;
but they will blefs and praife Gob, keep the fabbath, and do
all the good they can; for thus Jesus CHRrisT, their LorDp
and mafter, lived when he was here on earth. I fay, when
he was here on earth ; for after he died, he rofe again, and
went up into heaven from whence he came, and there he fits
praying for all that fhall believe on Him to the end of the
world. For as the world had a beginning, fo it alfo will have
anend. And Jesus CHRIsT will come again in the clouds to
judge all mankind ; and then he that hath believed in CHrisT,
and hath thewn forth his faith by his works, fhall be faved ;
and he that hath not believed in CHR1sT, fhall be damned for
ever, and be caft into a lake of fire and brimftone. But be-
fore he comes, he hath promifed that the heathen fhall be
brought to belicve on him, and therefore I write this letter to
you.

My dear Brother K——,

Received your kind letter at Savannah, and though I hope
A to fee you face to face foon after you receive this, yet love
to your dear foul conftrains me to write you an anfwer befors
I come on fhore.

I find, fince my departure, the brethren have fallen into
errors. Dear Brother X—— will not be offended, if I fay,
«¢ He, I fear, is one of them ;” for his letter bewrayeth him.
My dear Brother, you fay, ¢¢ You have been ftriving a long,
long while, but to very little purpofe, &c.” By this, I fup-
pofe, you have left off the means, and fallen into fillnefs 3
expeding now, that JEsus CHrisT will fo work upon your
heart, that you fhall not feel the leaft ftirring of indwelling
corruption in your foul ; in thort, that you fhall be complete-
_ ly perfeét: This was pretty near my cafe about fix years ago,

and now I fee why Gop fuffered me thus to be tempted,
< that I might be more capable of fuccouring my brethren,
now they arc tempted.” My dear Brother, let us teafon to-
gether, ¢ You have been ftriving (you fay) a long while, but
to very little purpofe.” And what then ? muft you be there-
fore ftill, and firive no more? Gob forbid : No, you are yet
to wait at the pool. ¢ Conftantly attend.on ordinances;” and
who knows but by-and-by the loving Saviour may pafs by and
vifit your foul. Have you not, in fome degree at leaft, felt his
divine power in the ufe of the means ?

foever again. Your flillnefs hath as'much a mixture of felf
in it, as your ftriving, and if you proceed i in this manner, you
muft become a profefled Quietiff. Six weeks did fatan keep
me under this delufion, but the Lorbp helped me in the hour
of extremity : May he alfo help my dear Brother Km—/
Another error you feem to be fallen into is, ¢ that a man
cannot be a chriftian, at leaft that he is a very weak one, fo
* long as he finds corruption ftirring in his heart.” If I was to
urge the feventh to the Romans, you would fay, St.Paul only
fpeaks of a man under firft-awakenings, and not of a convert-
ed man ; but my dear Brother, did you ever know a man, that
was not really converted, delight in the law of Gob after the
jnner man ? And yet fuch an one the Apoftle fpeaks of in
the latter part of that chapter. Be not deceived, we are to be
holy as CHrisT is holy ; we are to receive grace for grace ;
every grace that is in the blefled JEsus, is to be tranfplanted
into our hearts; we are to be delivered from the power, but
not from the indwelling and being of fin in this life. Hereafter,
we are to be prefented blamelefs, without fpot, or wrinkle, or
any fuch thing. If you labour after any other perfetion here,
* you will labour in vain.  St. Paul had attained no other, when
he wrote to the Philippians, and ta the other churches: But
. my dear Brother K- feems to think, ¢ I did wrong in
j writing to Mr, H .to know his fentiments upon feveral
f texts of fcripture, and in fending for feveral of Calvin’s books.”
! And why, my dear Brother, was this wrong ! Why you fay,
¢ you think it is contrary to St. Paulin his Epiftles, when
he fays, he would not fpeak other men’s words ;” but St. Paul
fays no fuch thing : The place you aim at, I believe, is 2 Cor.
x. 16. ¢ And not to boaft in another man’s line, of things
made ready to our hand.” My dcar Brother, examine the
context, and you will find the Apoftle means no more than
that he would not enter into other men’s labours, as ver. 1.
He would not preach where churches were already fettled, but
go where the gofpel had not been delivered. This, and this
only, is the meaning of the paflage, which dear miftaken Mr.
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K. has wrongly quoted. My dear Brother, did not St.
Paul bid Timothy to give himfelf to reading ? W hat, if the Holy
Spirit is to lead us into all truth, does not the Holy Spirit
make ufe of, and lead us by the means? Has he not indited
the fcriptures ! Has he not helped holy men to explain thofe
fcriptures? And why may I not, in a due fubordination
to the Holy Spirit, make ufe of thofe umen’s writings ? Has
not my dear Brother K—— bought fermons? And why then
does ¢ He make ufe of other men’s words ” O, my dear
brother, you are in the wildernefs ; Gop bring you fafe out
of it. _
I fuppofe, becaufe the Diffenters oppofe fome of your new
prmc:ples, you term them enemies; but, my dear Brother,
though there are many Chriftle(s talkers, and hypocritical
formalifts among the Diflenters, as no doubt there are fome
fuch in the pureft church under heaven ; yet many of them
hold and ‘praltice the truth as itis in Jesus. -ButI have
done.

My Bookfeller, whe, I believe, has got
fome reds by me, being drawn away by the M——ns, re-
fufes to print for me ; and many, very many of my fpiritual
" children, who, at my laft departure from England, would have
plucked qut their own eyes to have given to me, are fo prejudiced
by the dear Meflrs. /#.’s dreffing up the doctrine of Election

AST Thurfday evening the LorD brought me hither. 1

tion increafed. On Swnday Gop by a particular providence
opened a door for my preaching in St. Fobn’s, one of the pa-
rith churches. The late incumbent was my grand oppofer.
He being dead, and the new minifter not having taken pof-
feflion, the power of the pulpit was in the church-wardens
hands. Gob inclined thein to let me preach there on Sunday
morning, and yefterday afternoon. Great numbers came,
and the LorD gave me upfpeakable power.

LETTER ecccxl.
To Mr. Le——.
London, May v1, 1742.

ITH this, I fend you a few out of the many notes f

bave received from perfons, who were convi&ed,
converted, or comforted in Moorfields, during the late holi-
days. For many wecks, I found my heart much prefled to
determine to venture to preach there at this feafon, when, if
ever, fatan’s children kecp up their annual rendezvous. 1
muft inform you, that Aoorfields is a large fpacious place,
given, s I have been told, by one Madam Muore, on purpofe
for all forts of people to divert themfelves in. For many
years paft, from one end to the other, bootbs of all kinds have
been ereQed, for mountebanks, players, puppet thows, and
fuch like. With a heart bleeding with compaflion for fo
many thoufands led captive by the devil at his will, on #hit-
Monday, at fix o’clock in the morning, attended by a large
eongregation of praying people, I ventured to lift up a ftandard
amongft them in the name of JEsus of Nazareth. Perbaps
there were about ten thoufand in waiting, not fot me, but for
fatan’s inftruments to amufe them.—Glad was I to find, that
1 had for orce as it were got the.ftart of the devil, 1 mounted
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my field pulplt, almoft all flocked immediately around it. T
preached on thefe wotds, *¢ As Mofes lifted up the ferpent {‘
in the wildernefs, fo thall the fon of man be lifted up, &c.” '
They gazed, they liftened, they wept; and I believe that
many felt themfelves ftung with deép convi&ion for their paft
fins. All was huthed and folemn. Being thus encouraged,
I ventured out again at noon ; but what a fcene ! The ﬁelds,
the whole fields feemed, in a bad fenfe of the word, all white,
ready nat for the Redeemer’s, but Beelzebub’s harveft. All
his agents were in full motion, druimmers, trumpeters, merry
andrews, mafters of puppet thows, exhibiters of wild beafts,
players, &c. &q. all bufy in entertaining their refpe@ive au-
ditories, I fuppofe there could not be lefs than twenty or
thirty thoufand people. My pulpit was fixed on the oppofite
fide, and immediately, to their great mortification, they found
the number of their attendahts fadly leflened.  Judging that
like faint Paul, 1 fhould now be called as it were to fight {
with beafts at Epbefus, I preached from thefe words : ¢ Great
is Diana of the Ephefians:” You may eafily guefs, that there
was fome noife among the craftsmen; and that I was honoured
with having a few flones; dirt, rotten eggs; and pieces of dead’
tats thrown at me, whilft engaged in calling them from their
favourite but lying vanities. My foul was indeed among lions ;
but far the greateft part of my congregation;. which was ve
large, feemed for a while to be turned into lambs. This en-
couraged me to give notite, that I would preach again at fix:
o’clock in the evening. I came, I faw, but what—--thcu-
fands and thoulands more than before if poflible, ftill rhore
deeply emgaged in their unhappy diverfions ; but fome thou-
fands “mongft them waiting as earneftly to hear the gofpel.
This fatan could not brook. ‘One of his choiceft fervants
was exhibiting, trumpeting on a large ftage ; bit as foon as'
the people faw me in my black robes and my pulpit, I think
all to a man left him and ran to me. For a while I was
enabled to lift up my voice like a truthpet, and many heard the
joyful found. Gob’s people kept praying; and the enemy’s
agents made a kind of a roaring at fome diftance from our
tamp. At length they approached nearer, and the merry andrew,
(attended by others, who complained that they had taken
many pounds lefs that day oo account of my preaching) got

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uponaman’s thoulders,and advancing near the pulpit attempted
to flath me with a long heavy whip feveral times, but always
with the violence of his motion tumbled down. Soon after-
wards, thcy got a recruiting ferjeant with his drum, &c. to
pafs through the congregation. I gave the word of cémmand,
and ordered that way might be made for the king’s officer. ?
The ranks opencd, whilc all march’d quietly through, and
then clofed again. Finding thofe efforts to fail, a large body
quite on the oppofite fide aflembled together, and having got
+ a large pole foy their ftandard, advanced towards us with fteady
and formidable fteps, till they came very near the {kirts of our
hearing, praying, and almoft undaunted congregation. I
faw, gave warning, and prayed to the captain of our falvation
for prefent fupport and deliverance. He heard and anfwered §
for juft as thcy approached us with looks full of refentment, I
krow not by what accident, they quarrelled among themfelves,
threw down their ftaff and went their way, leaving however
many of their company behind, who before we had done, I
truft were breught over to join the befieged party. I think I
continued in praying preaching and finging, (for the noife
was too great at times to preach) -about three hours. We
then retired to the tabernacle, with my pockets full of notes
from perfons brought under concern, and read them amidg
the praifes and fpiritual acclamations of thoufands, who
joined with the holy angels in rejoicing that fo many finners
were fnatched, in fuch an unexpefted, unlikely place and
manner, out of the very jaws of the devil. This was the be-
ginning of the tabernacle fociety.—Three hundred and fifty
awakened fouls were received in one day, and I believe the
number of notes exceeded a thoufand ; but I muft have done,
believing you want to retire to join in' mutual praife and
thankfgiving to Gop and the Lamb, with
Yours, &c.

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LETTER CCCCXIIL
To the fame.

My dear Friend, London, Muy 15, 1742. %
‘F RES H matter of praife; blefs ye the Lorb, for he hath ’_"d"
triumphed glorioufly. The battle that was begun on /ﬂ o---
Mionday, was not quite over till #ednefday evening, though
the fcene of adtion was a little fhifted.  Being ftrongly invit-
ed, and a pulpit being prepared for me by an honeft quaker, a
coal merchant, I ventured on Tuefday evening to preach at
Mary le bon fields, a place almoft as much frequented by
boxers, gamefters, and fuch like, as Msor- ﬁelds. A vaft con-
courfe was aflombled together, and as foon as I got into the
field pulpit, their countenance befpoke the enmity of their
hearts againft the preacher. I opened with thefe words—
¢ 1 am not athamed of the gofpel of CHRist, for it is the
power of Gobp unto falvation to cvery one that believeth.” I
preached in great jeopardy; for the pulpit being high, and the
fupports not well fixed in the ground, it tottered cvery time 1
moved, and numbers of er.emies ftrove to pufh my friends a-
gainft the fupporters, in order to throw me down. But the
Redeemer ftayed my foul on himfelf, therefore I was not much
moved, unlefs with compaflion for thofe to whom I was deli--
vering my mafter’s meflage, which I had reafon to think, by the
firong impreflions that were made, was welcome to many. But
fazan did not like thus to be attacked in his firong-holds, and
1 narrowly efcaped with my life: for as I was paffing from
the pulpit to the coach, I felt my wig and hat to be almoft off.
T turned about, and obferved a fword juft touching my tem-
ples. A young rake, as I afterwards found, was determined.
to ftab me, but a gentleman, feeing ‘the fword thrufting near
" me, ftruck it yp with his cane, and fo the deftined vi¢tim pro-
videntially efcaped. Such an attempt excited abhorrence ;
“the enraged multitude foon feized him, and had it not heen
for one of my. friends, who received him into his houfe, he muft
have undergone a fevere difcipline. The next day, I renewed
my attack in 2Zosr-fields ; but would you think it ?. after they’
found that pelting, noife, and threatnings would not do, ene.
of the merr ¥ Andrews got @ into a tree very near the pulplt,.
Cc2
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and fhamefully expofed his nakednefs before all the people.
Such a beaftly a&ion quite abathed the ferious part of my au-
ditory ; whilft hundreds of another ftamp, inftead of rifing
up to pull down the unhappy wretch, exprefled their approba-

tion by repeated laughs. I muft own at firft it gave mea.

fhock ; I thought fatan had now almoft outdone himfelf ; but
recovering my fpirits, I appealed to all, fince now they had
fuch a fpeQacle before them, whether I had wronged human
nature in faying, after pious Bifbop Hall, ¢ that man, when
left to himfelf, is half a devil and half a beaft ;” or as the great
Mr. Law exprefled himfelf, ¢ a motley mixture of the beaft
and devil.”—Silence and attention being thus gained, I con-
cluded with a warm exhortation, and clofed our feftival enter-
prizes, in reading freth notes that were put up, praifing and
blefling Gop amidit thoulands at the tabernacle, for what he
had done for precious fouls, and on account of the deliveran-
ces he had wrought out for me and his people. I could en-
Jarge ; but being about to embark in the Mary and Ann, for
Scotland, 1 muft haften to fubfcribe myfelf,
‘ Yours, &ec.

P. §. 1 cannot help adding, that feveral little boys and girls
who were fond of fitting round me on the pulpit, while I
preached, and handing to me peoples notes, though they were
often pelted with eggs, dirt, &c. thrown at me, never once
gave way : but on the contrary, every time I was ftruck, turn-
ed up their little weeping eyes, and feemed to with they could
receive the blows for me. Gop make them in their growing
years great and living martyrs for him, who out of the mouth
of babes and fucklings perfects praife !

On board the Mary and Ann, bound to Scotland, May 26, 1741,
Rev. and dear Sir,

Received your letter on Saturday laft, and felt great concern

on my foul, while perufing it, One thing efpecially

plcafcd me; I found by the com, that a report I had

laccly
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lately heard concerning you was falfe; for I had heard, that
the bifthop feeing your zeal, and finding his oppofition had in-
flamed, at laft had ordered the clergy to open the church
doors for you, and that now you had done with appearing
openly in the defence of the glorious Gofpel. Bleffed be Gop
this is not true ! ‘Though I find, both you and your people
have been greatly difcouraged. I fee no way of extricating
yourfelf, but by atting up’ to the diQates of .your own confci-
ence, and leaving the confequences to the great head and king
of the ctlurch.  You find, dear Sir, a fenfible withdrawing of
the fpirit ever fince you gave way. It would not have been
fo, had you obeyed Gob rather than man. Up then, and be
doing, and the Lorp will be yet with you. If you cannot
preach freely in the Ifle of Man, go whitherfoever the LorD
fhall be pleafed to lead you. Our commiffion is very exten-
five: ¢ Go into all the world, and preach the gofpel to every
creature.”

O U R letter dated May sth was very agreeable to me.
I think it favoured of a trae Ifraclitith fpirit, and there-
fore I find freedom to fend you a plain and fimple anfwer.
Who Ff—n H. is, I cannot tell. If be was converted by
my unworthy miniftry, or others by his means, let our dear
Jesus have all the glory. I fhall know who they are, at the
great day. Mr. P 1 know very well. I believe he is
a good man, but am not enough acquainted with his proceed-
ings, either wholly to commend or condemn them. W hether
he preachces in public, or converfes only in 2 private manner,
know not. This one thing I know; if he be fent of Gop, I
wifh him profperity. The anfwer which our LorDp gave to
thofe who forbad fuch as were calting out devils in his name,
becaufe they followed not with them, makes me particularly
cautious, haw L interrupt any one that feems to fpeak of JEsus
with fincerity of heart, As for his fpeaking fo little againft
the church of England, I cannot difcommend him for that. [
1 find
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£ind it beft to talk only of JEsus’s blood, and the power of
his Redemption, arc not dwell much on outward things or
outward worfhip.

Cambuflang, Aug. 17, 1742,
Fonoured Gentlemen,

OME letters, which I reccived lafk week from Gesrgia,

occafion my troubling you with this, which I doubt not
will meet with a candid reception at your hands. I find that
Mr. H- and Mr. B have been taken up by a was-
rant, and were impriioned above a weck, for a thing which,
I believe, none of you, honoured gentlemen, will judge cog-
nizabie by the civil magiftrate. It feems that Ms. B——, in
a private converfation with Mr. O——, (whe, I fuppofe, is
the prefent minifter of Savanzah) told him, ¢ He was no
< chriftian ; that he wondered at the impudence of young men
in fubfcribing articles they did not believe ; and that he fhould
‘tink it his duty to warn his friends not to hear him.” Tac-

b ' kpow-
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knowledge that fuch language was too harfh ; but Mr. H—,
who did not fay near fo much, was linked in the fame profe-
cution, and imprifoned with him. Mr. f————, who was
then at Frederica, being informed of it, declared fuch a pro-
cedure to. be illegal ; and his Excellency General Oglethorp,
defired my friends to lay the matter before the board of the
Honourable Truftees. I being now upon the fpot, they have
fent to me a very particular account of what has pafled ;
which, if you pleafe, honoured geatlemen, I will tranfmie
unto you, or, when I come to Londsm, will wait upon you in
perfon. [ find alfo, that my friends were denied a copy of the
proceedings of the court: in which, I am perfuaded the ho~
nourable gentlemen to whom I am writing, will think they
have been wronged. My friends require no fatisfaction, but
only defire fuch a proceeding may be animadverted upon ;
knewing that otherwile it will be a great difcouragement to
people’s fettling in Georgia. 1 am forry alfo to inform you,
bonoured gentlemen, that five very fmall children, (Swifs or
Dutch) whofe parents lately died in their paflage from England,
have had their goods fold at Vendue, and are bound aut till the
age of twenty-one years. This I think diretly contrary to
the grant given me by you, honoured gentlemen ; for thereby
I was impowered to take as many orphans into the houfe as
my fund would admit of. The magiftrates, I underftand,
have alfo been at the Orphan-houfe, and claim a power to
take away the children when they plcafe, whether the children
chufe it, or complain of ill-treatment, or not. This grieves
fome of the children, and makes others of them infolent, who
are hereby taught, that they have a power to go away when
they will. This,. honoured gentlemen, muft be very difcou
raging to thofe who are entrufted with their education ; “and
who, | am perfuaded, aim at nothing but the glory of Gop,
the welfare of the colony, and the fulvation of the children’s
4ouls. I fuppofe that the magiftrates (I mean Mr. P
and Mr. T- ) have taken fuch a liberty from the infiruc~
tions which were fent, honoured gentlemen, from you fome
sime ago. But My. ¥ has told them, they have mif-
underftood you ; and his Excellepcy General Oglethorp 1 find
has wrote to you, honqured gentlemen, about it. By the
Ee2 . accounts
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accounts I have, our plantation thrives well ; and Mr, H—e=
hopes we fhall do with white fervants alone. I do aflure you,
honoured gentlemen, I will do all I can, with the moft difin-
terefted views, to promote the good of Georgia: only I beg
the mznagement of the Orphan-houfe, and orphans, may be
fecured to me and my fucceffors for ever ; and that the magi-
ftrates be not fuffered to difturb us, when there is no ground
of complaint. T'hey acknowledged, when at the Orphan-
houfe laft, that the children were taken good care of, both as
to their bodies and fouls; and will it not then, honoured
gentlemen, tend much to the welfare of the colony, that the
Orphan-houfe fhould meet with all poflible encouragement.
His Excellency General Oglethorp. has informed my friend
Mr. H——, that, if I defired it, he thought you would grant
me a greater traét of land, which I fhould be obliged to give
away in a certain term of years, and that we might have our
own magiftrates, as have the people of Ebenezer. . Whether
I thall defire fuch a favour, I know not; but, if I fhould,.
I defire to know, what you, honoured gentlemen, would fay
toit. Many have applied to me to fettle in Gesrgia; hitherto
Icould glve them no encouragement. 1 with I may be en-
abled to give them a great deal for the future. Indeed, ho-
noured gentlemen, I do not defire to find fault. I doubt not
but you have been prejudiced both againft me and my friends.
The event will thew what friends we are to Georgia. The
Orphan-houfe will certainly be of great utility to the colony;
and the children educated therein, I truft, will be the glory of
the fociety to which they belong. They are bred up to in-
duftry, as well as to other things ; and are taught to fear Gop,
and honour the king. I am glad to hear that you have
lately fent over a gentleman who (I fuppofe) will do juftice.
I think I defire nothing elfe ; and heartily pray Gob to blefs
him, and you, honoured gentlemen, and all that are concerned
in the management of Georgia affairs. I hope to be in town
in about two months ; in the mean while, I would beg the
favour of a line by your fecretary ; and allo entreat you, ho-
noured gentlemen, to write to the magiftrétes of Squannab, to
Jet the Orphan-houfe managers alone. If I or my friends thould
happen to fay or do any thing amifs, I affure you, honoured
