be ve.str’i in Ihe General Assembly, except-
ing that during the existence of the Conven-
tion their powers shall not extend lo duties
on imports, postoRices, declariug war,
treaties with other countries, the rights of
citizenship, and treason.

Gov. Packer's Message.
llARRisuL'Rd, Ba., January ’2.—The Gov-

ernor's Message wa-H delivered lo the Legis-
lature to d-zy. He declares the doctrine of
secession erroneous. The Consiilutiun is

something more than a mere oom{>act, and
organized resistance lo Ihe gener-il Govern-
ment is rebellion. If successful, it may be
purged of the crime by revolution; if unsuc-
cessful, the persons may be executed as
traitors; hut, while denying the right of a
Slate to absolve its citizens from allegiance
to the Federal Government, nevertheless, it

is proper that we carefully ami canilidly ex
amine the reasons alleged, and, if they are
well founded, they should be unhesitatingly
removed an 1 repar-atinn fiirthe past aud se.
curity for the future given, for a government
created by the people shoubl never do in-
justice lo any of ils citizens.

Pcnnkylvania being included in tho Slates
alleged to have refused eomplianoe with
the fugitive slave law, he unhesitatingly
avers that the State has been almost inva-
riably influenced by a high regard for the
righ?s of lur sister States. After examin-
ing the present State law, he says there is

nothing to prevent the removal of the act
of I82li, leaving to the claimant a right to
seek fur a remedy under the State or fed-
eral laws He recommend-H that the consent
of the State bo given to the master whilo
Bijouraing in. or passing through, Bennsyl-
vaoia to retain the services of the slave.
He suggests the re-enactment of the

Missouri Compromise, and that the line be
extended to Califoruia, thereby amen’ling
the Constitution. He recommends the
Legislature to instrnct our Representatives
io Congress to support such an niuemlmenl
to be submitted to the Slate Convention for
ratifioation, an<i if CougrcM fails to pro|>oae,

let it emanate from the |>eople.

He closed by declaring that Pennsylvania
is devoted to the Union, ami wouM follow
the stars and stripes through every peril
He add.*: ‘‘But before a-ssuiiiing Ihe ro
sponsibilities that arc foreshadowed it is the
Solemn duly of Peun-<ylvania to remove
every ju.-it cause of complaint, so that she
can st’ind before high heaven without fear
and reproach, and then she is rcaily to de-
vote her life an<l fortune to the best form of
government ever devised by man. Though
a d'lrk oloud now rests upon the Union my
hopes au’l affections still cling U iL My
prayer is that He who or’Iers the destinies
uf nations wlieu He shall leave us for our
sins will again have mercy upon us, and
bind us in lighter, stronger, and more hal-
lowed bonds of fraternity, so that ihe Union
may remain unbroken throughout all future
time.”
